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Currently, the world witnesses a war in action in Ukraine. Reasons for the escalation of warfare may vary. However, people's trauma from such an experience is not much different. One can compare the situation to the 2020 Artsakh war that happened recently. Thousands of young soldiers from Armenia died in that war, and families felt unimaginable pain because of that.


Moreover, they still do, and support from communities feels like the only way to ease their pain and suffering, at least to a certain extent. Now that the whole world actively reacts and condemns Russia for starting a war against Ukraine, many Armenians feel that the world did not do enough to end the atrocities conducted by Azerbaijan and Turkey two years ago. Consequently, people learned that when it comes to Armenia, one shall not expect the slightest support from outside the country. No one cared enough for Armenia and Artsakh in the international arena.

People in the region find it hard to emphathize with Ukrainians, mainly when the Ukrainian government supported Azeri and Turkish actions, providing them with military equipment and supplies in a war against Armenia and Artsakh, all for oil economy and finances. That said, as strange as it might seem, it seems like people have become heartless in reacting to the current events in Ukraine.
Heartbreak has made Armenians angry towards the world, as every night and day, they think about the thousands of lives lost during the war, which could be much less if the world had spoken out.
