These graduates are to witness how vocational training supports the displaced families - victims of the recent and continuing aggression of our neighboring country - and changes their lives giving hope and confidence in their desperate situation.


Every success has a story behind it, whether an ordinary one or a story with a tragic background. Vanuhi Margaryan's story is intertwined with twists and turns and painful experiences. Before the war, Vanuhi Margaryan lived in the village of Van of Kashatagh region of Artsakh/aka Nagorno Karabagh/. She was married, had a happy and loving family with three children, and worked as a nurse in the village medical clinic.
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But something she loved and was not able to accomplish was her dream to become a make-up artist. She loved make-up art and desired to pursue it but could not get appropriate training in her village. And then, the war of 2020 hit her family, tragically taking her husband Sahak Grigoryan's life and leaving her with her three kids.

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Vanuhi went through the complete course of make-up at Project AGAPE Vocational School and graduated with incredible skills receiving a Certificate of Make-Up Artist and all the necessary make-up supplies to help her grow in her chosen field. She has created her own little make-up art corner at home. In the beginning, she worked with models at home, becoming more experienced in make-up art. Recently she received an offer from one of the Beauty Salons and will soon be working there.
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"Most people in my town know about the high-quality and studious training that the Vocation School at Project AGAPE provides. That is why the beauty salons want to hire our graduates," says Vanuhi. The Vocation School provides novel opportunities for these individuals. They follow the path to becoming good professionals in their chosen field of interest and work hard to achieve
better, even in hardships.
