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After receiving the grant from the Myers Park UMC, purchasing bedding supplies in large quantities, and receiving a container full of aid at the end of March, the AGAPE team in Armenia is rolling out the large-scale distribution project. Families continue receiving first necessity items and supplies as they visit the AGAPE center in Vayk to collect the items. The aid recipients are
individuals displaced from Artsakh, specifically the region of Kashatagh with its surrounding villages, occupied by Azerbaijan. There are still numerous families from Berdzor who still are waiting for their turn to receive the aid. However, the AGAPE team in Vayk is doing its best to make the distribution process efficient and effective.

Unlike in the center of Berdzor, the infrastructure in Vayk allows for better management of the flow of people toward the center. Since the displaced families are dispersed throughout Armenia, they visit the center in Vayk when instructed and provided with a designated day and time for their arrival.
Throughout the working day, more than twenty people visit the center, with each small group taking over an hour to serve. Before the distribution, all the necessary supplies are prepared based on the expected number of families

As mentioned in the past newsletters, these supplies provide them with a sense of security for the next 2 to 3 years as they navigate the post-war challenges and work towards adapting to new circumstances.
